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Tips for...

Sharing
Books

Read slowly and clearly. Don't be afraid to use
funny voices and sound effects - children love it!

Use puppets and props fo bring stories to life!

Make sure children aren't distracted from
listening to stories - furn the TV and radio off!

Name the pictures your child is looking at. Children's
first words are often learnt from sharing books.

Let your child choose books from
the library - it's free and adds variety!

Don't worry about reading the words - just talk
about the pictures as your child turns the pages

Children are never oo young to start loving books!

Don't worry if children want the same book again .
Repetition helps them understand and remember.
